The closing of the Torah Lesson…
Leviticus:  Formalizing the Religious Practices

Rituals, Animal Sacrifice, economic practices.  The proper way to worship God, How we act toward each other in God’s Promise.  Use of symbols of describing underlying principles of God’s holiness.

Numbers:  The 40 years  - Taking of the Census.   The journey from Mt. Sinai to Canaan, The turmoil & rebellion against God.  It provides us a dramatic description of Moses , the Israelites and God as the people struggle through disasters, and how God turned it into success.

Deuteronomy:  Moses transfers his leadership to Joshua as he prepares for his death.  Moses personal plea to Israel so the Israelites may enter the promise land – his final instruction!  The Hittites, Sin, Punishment, Reward.  The essential creed of Judaism, “Hear O Israel, the Lord our God, the Lord is One”. This is no doubt God’s Covenant exist and the responsibility of the people is to follow God.
